Step	3	When	the	Print	dialogue	appears,	click	Change	in	the
Destination	section.	Step	4	On	the	next	screen,	select	Save	as	PDF.	NB:	Don't	use	Microsoft	Print	to	PDF	as	your	PDF	will	be	saved	as	an	image	rather	than	a	searchable	PDF.	Step	5	Enter	the	page	numbers	you	want	to	extract	in	the	highlighted	text	box.	As	an	example,	if	you	want	pages	8	to	10,	you	would	enter	8-10.	Or,	if	you	want	pages	12	and	14,
you	would	enter	12,	14.
